You know we have a family heritage of hard working reflected on studying, behaving and career pursuing. I
now have an idea to setup another new family heritage in the coming years. Though well known that some of
you like Charles, Tingshu, Dondong, and Yvonne and else, have started the writing feat, here I can mention
some of my own experience to convince you.
